Our summer collaborative aims to address the sudden
gap of critical funding to 2024 summer programming
left by recent city budget cuts impacting funding to the
San Francisco Department of Children, Youth & Their
Families (DCYF) and the conclusion of the Summer
Together initiative after the summer 2023.

By working together, we streamline the registration
process and effectively manage eligibility requirements
based on family income & need. Our collaborative allows
us to maximize the impact of every dollar invested.

Gap left by city budget cuts

Our collaborative needs to raise $848,000 to
fully fund our summer programs to reach total
service numbers (# of weeks of programming
and # of children served) for 2024.

Children will receive free summer camp
This number drops to 444 without full funding
and weeks of camp being cut in some
programs, while putting pressure on our year-
round out-of-school time program funding
which is also impacted by city cuts.
